The liturgical color green is worn during the praying of 

Offices and celebration of Masses of Ordinary Time. The last portion of the liturgical year 

represents the time of our pilgrimage to heaven during which we hope for reward.  
The month of November is dedicated to the Holy Souls in Purgatory whose feast is
